MEMBERS Of GMCA COMMITTEES

a) Standards Committee


Under part 5A, Section 10A of the GMCA Constitution, the GMCA shall appoint a Standards Committee. Part 4 of the Constitution states that membership of the Committee shall be comprised of:-

· At least four members of the GMCA (none of whom shall be the Chair); and

· At least three Independent Members 


The Shadow GMCA agreed at its meeting on 25 March that the membership of the Standards Committee should be comprised as follows 
· Three Independent Members (as served until 31 March on the GMITA Standards Committee) 

· Two Labour members (but not the Chair) 

· One Conservative 

· One Liberal Democrat

b) Audit Committee


Under part 5A, Section 10A of the GMCA Constitution, the GMCA shall appoint an Audit Committee. The Shadow GMCA agreed at its meeting on 25 March that eh membership of the Standards Committee should be comprised as follows 

· One member of the GMCA (but not the Chair or a Vice Chair) 

· Three substitute members of the GMCA 

· Three members of the Joint Scrutiny Pool 

· One independent member (as currently serves on GMITA Audit Committee) 


As the principles of political balance are to be followed in making these appointments, GMCA members are invited to 


1) appoint 5 Labour, 1 Conservative and 1 Liberal Democrat member to the Audit Committee based on the split between GMCA members, GMCA substitutes/Scrutiny pool members agreed on 25 March; and


2) request that the 3 Independent members appointed to the GMCA Standards Committee agree which of their number should also serve on the GMCA Audit Committee.

b) Greater Manchester Accessible Transport Trust (GMATT)

GMATT is a charitable Trust formed by the GMPTA in 1991 which established and owns Greater Manchester Accessible Transport Limited (GMATL) which operates the Ring and Ride service. The GMITA previously made appointments to GMATT at its AGM. The GMATT Trust Deed provides for a maximum of 7 Trustees (and a quorum of 5).  Trustees must be appointed by GMCA (as the ITA's successor body) and must be members or officers of GMCA or officers of TfGM. There is no current provision in the Trust Deed for members of TfGMC to be Trustees, although they can be (and are) Directors of GMATL.
